Conditions of Entry

RESPONSIBLE SUPERVISION

Parents/guardians are responsible for the safety and supervision of their
dependents or clients while in and around the Centre.

Children 0 - 5 yrs old & non swimmers - must be accompanied in the water,
within arms reach of a responsible and competent person over the age of 16
years. Max. 2 children per responsible and competent person.

Children 6 - 10 yrs old and weak swimmers must be actively supervised by a
responsible and competent person (competent person must be 16 years of age
or older). Maintain visual contact. Max 4 children per responsible adult.

The centre reserves the right to require in-water supervision for all patrons,
regardless of age, depending on their ability to safely swim independently.

4m Slides
Children under T10cm tall must be accompanied by a parent or competent
person (16 years of age or older).

Toddler Pool
The toddler pool is for children 0 - 5 yrs old.

Pool Rules

The following conditions apply throughout the Centre:

e Drugs, alcohol, smoking and vaping are not permitted in the Centre.

e Anyone suspected to be under the influence of drugs or alcohol will be asked
to leave.

e Norunning or diving in shallow water.
e No rough play, pushing, dunking or flipping
e No swearing, offensive language or behaviour.

e Centre staff have the right to remove any patron for antisocial behaviour.
Failure to follow instructions will result in a ban from the Centre.

e Animals are not permitted in the Centre, with the exception of assistance
animals.

e Inflatable toys or balls are not permitted, use of aquatic equipment is at the
discretion of Centre Staff.

e Children over the age of 6 must use the change rooms that best matches their
gender.

e Effective water nappies must be worn by un-toilet trained children at all times.
Swim nappies can be purchased from the Kiosk.

e Recognised and appropriate swimwear is to be worn at all times. Appropriate
swimwear is not revealing or offensive to other patrons. ie. no G-stings,
underwear or see-through swimwear. Management reserves the right to
determine what swimwear is appropriate.

e Photography is permitted for your friends and family only.
(Media and commercial must seek management approval).

e Use of mobile phones or other image capturing
devices are not permitted in any changeroom.

e Glassware or ceramics are not permitted.
